She received a B.F.A. in 1967 from Miami University, Oxford, OH
where she majored in painting and printmaking. Morrow was one
of 16 artists selected statewide to participate in the inaugural
Blossom-Kent Music & Art Program with NY visiting artist Richard
Anuskiewicz. She is the recipient of an Ohio Arts Council Award
and a Purchase Award from The Museum of the Dayton Art
Institute.

During her first years in NYC, she participated in “10 Downtown”,
an alternative, avant garde group of 10 downtown artists who
opened their studios to the public for three weekends in the
spring.
